Free choice options:  

o Famous Person - Someone that is well known that either lived/lives in that 

country or is from that country originally. Why are they famous, what’s so 

“great” about them?  

o Tourist Hot Spot – Choose a place / landmark, not previously mentioned in 

your report and give a deeper look at this particular location and why it 

would be an important place in this country   

o Current Event - Find an article of a current even that is happening in your 

country. Your article should be as current as possible. The article must be 

attached to your board. You will write a summary about your article, think 

who?, what?, where?, when?, why? And how? to help you write a complete 

summary of your current event.  

o Animal – Information on an animal that is either native to your country or 

one your country is well known for.  Include the animals habitat, what it eats, 

what eats it, life expectancy, does it hibernate, where is it located on the 

food web, is it a house pet.  

o Historical Event – An important event that helped shape your country’s 

history, possibly one that they celebrate or honor.  

o Family life – Information on daily life in the country you have chosen, 

housing, jobs, money etc.  

o School – what is the school day like? Homework? Classroom? Describe what 

it would be like to be a student in your country.  

o Natural Events – Major natural disasters that frequently affect your 

country (ie: earthquakes, tornadoes and list the latest natural disaster etc).  

o Imports/Exports (What does your country grow or make that they sell to 

other places?) What are some things it imports? (needs to bring in to their 

country)   
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o Main Industry (What is your country known for, what brings in the most 

money to your country?)   

o Natural Resources (What natural resources can be found in your country) 

o Sports – Which sport is your country known for?  What is your countries 

populations favorite sport? 

o Movies – Tell us about a movie which was made about the country.
